We cordially invite you to join us as an exhibitor in FedStrive’s Health Awareness Day on Wednesday, February 8, 2012 from 10:30 am until 1:30 pm. The event will take place at the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services in the Great Hall of the Hubert H. Humphrey Building, 1st Floor, 200 Independence Avenue, SW, Washington, DC (between 2nd and 3rd Streets SW).  Set-up is between 8:30am and 9:30am, and we expect approximately 800 participants to attend the event.
To confirm your participation, please complete the Exhibitor Registration form and Security Clearance, both of which are attached to this email.  Please send those to me via email (ramon.llamas@foh.hhs.gov) or fax (202- 691-2070) as soon as possible, but no later than January 12, 2012.

The easiest way to get here is to take the Metrorail to the Federal Center SW Metro Stop on either the Blue or Orange line.  The Hubert H. Humphrey Building is 1 ½ blocks north on Independence Avenue, SW.  Enter the HHH Building through the front entrance on Independence Avenue.  The 3rd Street entrance is for Federal ID holders only.

If you prefer to drive, there is a Holiday Inn Parking Garage at 500 C Street SW.  The daily parking there is approximately $17.00 and you may call ahead for a reservation at (202)298-7054.  Colonial Parking Garage is located at 400 Virginia Avenue SW (actually on 3rd Street SW between Virginia Avenue SW and E Street SW).  The daily parking rate there is approximately $16.00 and no reservations are available.  Due to high security at the Humphrey Building, we are unable to provide you with parking at the Humphrey Building.

Large or bulky items must be brought in through the loading dock, which is located on the corner of 2nd Street SW and C Street SW.  There is a security check point located at the loading dock.  You will need to show the security staff a copy of the Security Clearance and driver’s license or photo ID.  Vehicles must be moved from the loading dock area as soon as your materials are delivered to/from the Great Hall.  Take elevator #16 up to the Great Hall on the 1st floor.

Again, we cannot do it alone and humbly request your help in delivering a successful Health Awareness Day to the employees we serve.
